Please be advised, the Semi-Annual Campaign Finance Statements [Form 460] for the last
reporting period of 2015 are due on Monday, February 1, 2016. The period covered by the
statement begins on the day after the closing date of the last statement filed, or January 1, if no
previous statement has been filed, to December 31, 2015.

Statements must be filed whether or not the officeholder received contributions or made any
expenditures during this period. An original and one copy of the Recipient Committee
Campaign Statement [Form 460] must be filed with the Contra Costa County Elections Division
by the deadline. First class mail postmarked on or before the deadline will be considered a
timely filing.

Form 470 filers have no filing obligation at this time.

Parcel Tax Survey — Bruce Harter

The survey questionnaire that the Board authorized at the December meeting is attached. The
survey, which was both by phone and online, went in the field on January 7. We are not publicly
releasing the questions until the field portion of the survey is completed on Tuesday, January 19.

Richmond Promise Outreach Efforts — Marcus Walton

The City of Richmond and Chevron will join the District in hosting a kickoff media event to
announce the application period for the Richmond Promise scholarship. The date is currently
scheduled for Tuesday, January 26 at 10 a.m. in the Fab Lab at Kennedy High School. As part
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of the event, a class of eligible seniors will be in the audience and will use the computer lab to
start their applications.

Several other outreach events are scheduled throughout the Spring, including presentations at
Cash for College nights, two community meetings, and meetings for students and parents or
guardians at Richmond, Kennedy, De Anza and EI Cerrito high schools. In addition,
presentations will be made to District principals and counselors. Meetings for private and
charter schools are also being planned.

The District will also support the outreach efforts by utilizing its automated phone system, social
media and various publications.

WCC Teacher Induction Program (TIP) formerly known as Beginning Teacher and
Support Assessment (BTSA) Induction Program — Nia Rashidchi

The West Contra Costa Teacher Induction Program is an inquiry-based program in which
Participating Teachers (PTs) develop a focused inquiry centered on a self-determined aspect of
their teaching practice. This year-long inquiry provides the context for the entire induction
experience. The inquiry is conducted through a dual case study: a Special Populations Student
and a General Ed Student in Year 1 and an English Learner and a student representing a
“typical” learner in Year 2. Inquiries are conducted with the support and assistance of a trained
Support Provider (SP) who helps and guides the new teacher as they develop their teaching
practice. The Induction Program is designed to be completed within a two year period.

Induction serves as the Clear Credential program for General Education and Education
Specialists Preliminary Credential holders, who are required to clear their credentials through an
Induction Program. The Early Completion Option (ECO) allows qualified candidates with
significant teaching experience to complete the program in less than the required two years. The
Early Completion Option is equally as rigorous as the full-length program and requires full
completion of all program requirements. We wanted board members to have some general
information on the TIP program. Please see the attached chart for some basic program and
participant statistics.

Facilities Master Plan Update — Lisa LeBlanc

On January 6, 2016, Mr. Tom Panas commented that the December 9, 2015 presentation made
by Darden Architects did not include the discussion of the anticipated loss of approximately
5,000 students by 2025. The focus of the December 9™ meeting was for the board to understand
the significant community outreach and work of the prioritization committee and consider the
recommended project sequencing criteria as a result of that work. Darden will be presenting
enrollment data, together with condition and function assessment results of the 21 sites, at the
January 20, 2016 board meeting. In addition, Darden and district staff are working together to
refine and finalize capacity numbers for all school sites. The preliminary power point distributed
as part of our Facilities Subcommittee meeting contained capacity numbers that required
additional refinement. Once these have been confirmed, this information, along with program
approach options, project sequencing and related costs, will be presented at upcoming meetings.
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Project READ Grant — Nia Rashidchi

All six of the West Contra Costa Unified School District middle schools are part of the Project
READ grant. Four schools, Dejean, Helms, Korematsu and Pinole Middle were awarded in
2013-14. Crespi was added in 2014-15, and Hercules Middle was added in 2015-16. This grant
focuses on improving reading achievement and academic performance for middle school
students in 44 competitively selected middle school sites across the state. This is the third year
of a five-year grant.

The purpose of Project READ, a unique, collaborative, evidence-based project targeting
personnel development (PD), is to increase the reading achievement and academic outcomes of
middle school students with disabilities from low-performing middle schools throughout
California. The grant promotes collaboration, data analysis, and provides professional
development and coaching that is comprised of effective researched based reading instructional
practices.

The Project Read Coach works closely with Educational Services staff to support the
Key Elements of Project READ which include the following:

A Site Implementation Team (SIT) leads implementation

A Fidelity of Implementation Rubric (FIR) is used to monitor implementation

Sites are active participants in a learning community with peers from other sites

The school’s curriculum and instruction are aligned to the Common Core Standards

ELA, Special Ed, AND History/Science teachers are teaching reading skills

Licenses are acquired for appropriate Scholastic intervention programs such as READ

180/Next Generation, System 44, and Scholastic Reading Inventory assessments

Coaching for individual teachers is prioritized and provided

e A process for student reading progress monitoring is mapped and followed

e Two parent workshops are provided by the local Parent Training and Information Center to
articulate how parents can support their student’s reading learning

o Participating teachers complete two comprehensive learning modules through a partnership

with IRIS Center and participate in a Leadership Academy with face-to-face trainings and

live Webinars (http://iris.peabody.vanderbilt.edu)

We are encouraged by the productive collaboration, the development of effective instructional
strategies, and the literacy skills being taught across the curriculum as a result of the Project
READ grant implementation. With coaching and district support, teachers are using data to
inform their instruction in order to meet the needs of their students.
