Ms. Zucker's class and the kindergartners come on
other days with volunteers.

We have over 7,000 books in the collection and we
average about 13,000 checkouts every year.

Each Thursday, classes visit the library every other week.
Kindergarten — 2nd grades can check out one book. All other
grades can check out up to two books for a two-week period.
When books are lost, students are responsible to pay the
replacement cost of the book.
