Finally, the student population is projected out ten years for each of the study areas
and for the entire West Contra Costa Unified School District. The District Wide projection
summaries enable the District to see a broad overview of future student population and
what impact this population will have on existing facilities. The study area listings enable the
District to monitor student population growth or decline in smaller geographic areas within
the District.

At any point in time, study areas and their projected resident students can be shifted
between schools to assist in balancing enrollment changes. Together, these projection
summaries present the means to identify the timing of student arrivals and overall facility
requirements, as well as location in order to accommodate the District's expected
population shift.
