1. Rhyming!

Hearing and recognizing words that rhyme is key to developing an 
understanding of sounds. Rhyme games are a fun way to practice 
phonemic awareness.

Hearing Words that Rhyme

Tips for supporting students learning to read
Lower Grade TK-2
2. Hear the sounds in words

Encourage your child to say words that begin with sounds they know, 
such as their name, sibling’s names, or pets. Help them identify and 
isolate the sounds in a word, like the /m/ sound in meet, and see how 
many more words they can say that begin with that sound.

Sing alphabet songs—you can find some fun ones on YouTube!

Look for letters in environmental print & ask students to “find the 
sound” (signs, packages, labels, book titles, etc)

Practice isolating the beginning, middle, and final sounds of 
words 



Tips for supporting students learning to read
Lower Grade TK-2

3. Patience with decoding 

One of the most important skills to build when learning to read is 
decoding, or sounding out, words. This is a skill that needs to be 
explicitly and continuously taught to students over time. 

Encourage your student to name each sound in the word 

Model decoding when they are struggling with a word

Be patient & take breaks! Reading is hard, they will get it

Language comprehension:

1. Keep a Vocabulary journal, wall, iPad note, etc.
2. Watch something together and have a conversation about it
3. Ask your student to help you solve problems at home, big or 

small
4. Read or listen to a book together and discuss it
5. Have your student call a friend or family member to have a 

conversation 



Tips for supporting students learning to read
Upper Grade 3-6

Word Recognition:

1. Practice the English Phonemes in isolation
2. Encourage and model decoding with patience 
3.  Have students listen to audiobooks while following along with the 

words
4. Have students practice verbal word work
5. Make sure they are reading at or near their level or they know to ask 

for help
