INTRODUCTION

West Contra Costa Unified School District WCCUSD) is a single district Special Education
Local Plan Area (SELPA) and, as such, provides a comprehensive range of program options
and related services to students residing in the WCCUSD attendance area. As required by
AB602, the Special Education Funding Reform Act of 1997, and the requirements of the Local
Plan to provide a complete description of all programs and services provided to WCCUSD
special education students, this Service Plan has been prepared.

AB602 requires the following:
