Fab Lab to date during COVID-19- Matthew Duffy

For the past several weeks, the WCCUSD FabLab has been fabricating face shields to be distributed
locally to medical centers, first responders, district employees, and other essential workers. In an effort to
address the shortage of Personal Protective Equipment (PPE), the FabLab has partnered with Chevron to
fund materials, and the Richmond Community Foundation to help with logistics. The FabLab team (John
Iwawaki, Alex Fleming, and Cicely Day) have been working daily to prep and laser cut materials and
assemble the face shields. The goal is to produce 1000 face shields by early June, most of which are
earmarked for Kaiser Hospitals, Lifelong Medical Care, and WCCUSD.
